Fondens formal er at ege interessen for naturvidenskab
og teknik og fremme kendskabet til metoder og resultater

indenfor naturvidenskab og teknik.

2006 var et ar med mange besogende og et
meget hojt aktivitetsniveau

2006 har - lige som mange tidligere ar - vaeret praeget

af mange besggende, et hgjt aktivitetsniveau og mange
nyskabelser pa det formidlingsmaessige omrade. I lobet

af aret modtog i alt 600.000 personer over hele Europa
formidling fra Experimentarium, hvortil kommer de cirka
2 millioner personer, der har benyttet sig af oplysningerne
pa Experimentariums hjemmeside. I lobet af 2006 kunne
Experimentarium prasentere to nye sarudstillinger pa
Tuborg Havnevej 7 samt en ny serudstilling i Leiden i
Holland, hvortil kommer udlejning af to saerudstillinger
til praesentation i Polen, Ungarn og Frankrig. Formidlings-
aktiviteter rettet mod undervisningssektoren omfattede i
2006 ikke mindre end 12 nye selvstendige projekter, der

i alt har nydt stette pa 12 millioner kr. fra almennyttige
danske fonde.

Mange besogende trods varmerekorder og
gratis entré til to af statens store museer

Experimentarium modtog pa Tuborg Havnevej 7 i alt
330.355 besggende, hvilket er ca. 11.000 mere end i 2005.
Alligevel fik vi alene i juli maned 22.000 faerre besegende
end forventet, grundet det “frygteligt” gode vejr med en
sommer, der slog rekord bade hvad angar temperatur og
antal soltimer.

Entréindtaegterne rundede 23 millioner kr. Dette hoje
belgb er bemarkelsesvardigt, nar man bringer i erindring
regeringens beslutning om at indfare gratis adgang til de
permanente udstillinger pa Nationalmuseet og Statens
Museum for Kunst samt gratis adgang for alle unge under
18 ar til de 130 statsanerkendte museer. Pa trods af denne
- i entrémaessig sammenhaeng - ublu konkurrence kan
Experimentarium glaede sig over ikke faerre end 105.000
elever i forberedte besag! Hertil kommer ca. 50.000 elever,
som Experimentarium bragte naturvidenskabelig formid-
ling til via vore landsdaekkende skoleaktiviteter.

Dialog i Morket:
En oplevelse helt udover det sedvanlige

Den 19. januar 2006 indviede Hendes Hajhed Prinsesse
Alexandra under stor pressebevagenhed den granseover-
skridende sarudstilling Dialog i Market. Udstillingen er

pa 200 m2. Publikum guides i grupper pa max 8 personer
rundt i udstillingen i 50 minutter. Det granseoverskri-
dende er, at udstillingen er totalt merkelagt, og guiden er
blind eller svagsynet. I forbindelse med sarudstillingen
har Experimentarium ansat 17 blinde eller svagsynede
personer samt 7 personer med spastisk lammelse. Pa
denne made har Experimentarium ydet et stort bidrag til
beskaftigelsen af de sarligt udsatte personer pa arbejds-
markedet. P& grund af genergse bidrag fra almennyttige
fonde kan Experimentarium viderefgre udstillingen helt
frem til den 30. december 2007. Dialog i Morket er stottet
af Ludvig og Sara Elsass Fond, Jascha Fonden, Arbejdsmar-
kedsstyrelsen, Knud Hejgaards Fond, Egmont Fonden,
Velux Fonden, Sygekassernes Helsefond, Kehenhavns
Kommunes Koordinationsudvalg og Dansk Blindesamfund.

Sport & Spinat far 2 ar pa Tuborg Havnevej 7

Hele aret har seaerudstillingen Sport & Spinat fortalt publi-
kum om balancen mellem det, man spiser og det, man gor.
Udstillingen har veeret et hit for undervisningssektoren og
for familiepublikummet. Det er mit hab, at udstillingen vil
kunne praesenteres et sted i provinsen, nar den tages af
plakaten 9. september 2007. I skrivende stund har udstil-
lingen veeret besggt af mere end en halv million bes@gen-
de, hvoraf ca. 150.000 er skoleelever.

Var T.rex et uhyggeligt rovdyr eller en lidt
ynkelig adselseder?

Dette spergsmal stiller det sidste skud pa stammen af nye
sa@rudstillinger, dinosaurudstillingen T.rex - Draebermy-
steriet, som blev indviet af kulturminister Brian Mikkelsen



den 28. september 2006. Udstillingen belyser det i forsk-
ningsmaessig sammenhang interessante spergsmal: Var
T.rex et rovdyr (som Jurassic Park lader os tro!), eller var
dette store dyr en lidt ynkelig adselsader, som forst kom til
fadet, nar de effektive velociraptorer havde faet deres sult
stillet? Udstillingen viser, hvordan forskeren arbejder med
begraensede oplysninger om fortiden, saledes at der kun
kan opstilles usikre hypoteser om dinosaurernes levevis.
Dinosaurerne prasenteres i maneskinsbelysning, saledes
at publikum ma benytte de til formalet opsatte stavlygter
for at kunne se de store ggler. Denne form for interaktivitet
giver et overraskende staerkt indtryk, fordi de store dyr
bevaeger sig - naesten som om de er tiltrukket af publikums
belysning. Effekten skal opleves, far man reelt tror pa dens
styrke!! Udstillingen er lejet af Natural History Museum i
London. Eksperterne fra museet har beremmet Experimen-
tariums usadvanlige scenografi og betegnet den som den
bedste made, T.rex udstillingen er blevet praesenteret pa.

EGO-TRAP - Mobilen er din nogle!

Med det forskningsbaserede udstillingsprojekt EGO-TRAP
- Mobilen er din negle tradte Experimentarium nye veje,
hvad angar intens formidling til gymnasieelever. Projektet
er et samarbejde med Ph.D. studerende pa Syddansk Uni-
versitet, Anna Kahr-Hgjland, som et element i forsknings-
netvaerket DREAM under ledelse af professor Kirsten Drot-
ner. EGO-TRAP er en “oplevelsesmaskine”, hvor gymnasie-
eleverne indbydes til at deltage i et forlgb, hvor en raekke
eksperimenter skal afpreves. Kommunikationen mellem
“udstillingen” og eleverne sker via mobiltelefonen, som jo
alle unge i dag har ved handen. Oplevelsesmaskinen udvik-
ler sig pa en for eleverne helt uventet made og viser sig

at vaere en slags persontest. Det narrative forleb omkring
brugen af eksperimenterne har vist sig at fa eleverne til at
arbejde med de enkelte eksperimenter pa en langt mere
intens made end hidtil oplevet. Projektet fortsaetter og
skal i lobet af nogle ar resultere i, hvad Experimentarium
benavner “Den Personlige Udstilling”.

Hjertestarteren gor Experimentariums
besogende i stand til at redde liv

Hvert ar falder 3.500 mennesker om med hjertestop. Den

5. april 2006 praesenterede Experimentarium en ny opstil-
ling, som laerer barn og voksne at redde liv med en hjer-

testarter. De bespgende har selv mulighed for at forsg
genoplivning med en hjertestarter — en lille tran
maskine, der giver elektrisk stad til hjertet. Op
bygget op som en rigtig scene fra en perron p
negarden. Her kombineres virtuelle virkemid
skuespil, og ved hjeelp af en avanceret teknik
hvad der sker med hjertet, nar man forseger g
med Hjertestarteren.

Skibssimulator, der viser, at det er sveert at
sejle et tankskib ind i Kebenhavns Havn

En skibssimulator er et teknisk kompliceret instrument, der
skal treene seofficerer i at sejle et skib, savel til hverdag
som i vanskelige situationer. Den 11. oktober 2006 kunne
Experimentarium praesentere en ganske avanceret skibs-
simulator, hvor publikum kan preve at vaere kaptajn pa et



tankskib. Simulatoren giver en yderst realistisk oplevelse
af, hvor svaert det er at styre et skib til kaj ved Langelinie,
bade med og uden kraftig blaest. Den maritime scenografi
og de tre store monitorer skaber en realistisk fornemmelse
af at sta pa broen. Man skal sdmaend passe pa ikke at blive
sosyg!

Udstillingen er
en blanding af artefakter, multimedier og hands-on ekspe-
rimenter, hvoraf sidstnavnte er udviklet og produceret af
Experimentarium. Xtremes indviedes den 12. oktober 2006
i Naturalis. Udstillingen skal indvies den 5. oktober 2007
her pa Experimentarium. Xtremes er stottet af Lundbeck-
fonden.

Redningshold for en dag er et realistisk katastroferollespil.
Vores store settevogn illuderer et jordskaelvsramt omrade,
hvor skoleeleverne skal yde de tilskadekomne forstehjeelp
og genoplivning. Et utroligt intensivt undervisningsforleb
for 4.-6. klasse, der ogsa omfatter dissektion af hjerter og
lunger!

Saettevognen har i 2006 bespgt Odense, Middelfart, Svend-
borg, Arhus, Silkeborg, Herning, Frederikshavn, Alborg,
Esbjerg, Tender, Vejle, Vojens, Slagelse, Allergd, Holbzek,
Kolding og Randers, hvor vi har haft op mod 5.000 elever
igennem forlgbet.

Bag Redningshold for en dag star Experimentarium og
TrygFonden. Forlgbet er tilrettelagt sammen med Dansk
Rade Kors og Beredskabsstyrelsens Frivilligcenter og med
stotte fra TrygFonden, MT Hojgaard og Knud Hajgaards
Fond.

Aktiviteten er en meget stor succes og kerer videre landet
rundt i 2007.

Danske Opfinderland er en aktivitetsbus for barn mellem
ca. 7 og 9 ar.

Der er fortsat elforsyningsproblemer i
Electricitanien

Det interaktive undervisningsforlgb Elagent for en dag
om elproduktion og elforbrug holder til i et seerligt lokale
i nordflgjen. Landet Elektricitanien eri stor krise. Strom
er blevet en mangelvare, og eleverne skal uddannes til
el-agenter, der kan vejlede og hjelpe med at nedsaette el-
forbruget og samtidig tenke pa miljget. DONG Energy har
stottet projektet, saledes at Experimentarium i hele 2006
har kunnet udbyde undervisningsforlgbet gratis. I alt har
over 2.000 elever deltaget i undervisningsforlgbet.



Xciters. En gammel padagogik, der er
genopdaget

Xciters — naturvidenskab fra ung-til-ung er Experimen-
tariums mest perspektivrige uddannelsesprojekt. Xciters
uddanner udvalgte 7. klasses elever i at formidle natur-
videnskab til deres kammerater. Det sker pa kurser, hvor
ogsa lererne deltager. Eleverne far mulighed for at udvikle
deres evner til at kommunikere og levendegere fagligt stof
og for at udvide deres indsigt i naturvidenskabelige emner.
Den viden skal de formidle til deres klassekammerater pa
4. - 7. klassetrin, og pa den made kommer Xciters eleverne
til at fungere som rollemodeller for andre elever og er med
til at skabe motivation og interesse for naturvidenskaben.
Laerernes opgave er at skabe rammerne og vere en statte
for eleverne. Xciters er stattet af Egmont Fonden. Xciters
har i 2006 samarbejdet med Kalundborg, Lyngby-Tarbaek,
Gentofte, Fredensborg og Greve kommuner.

Galathea 3 ekspeditionen ladet med
gymnasieelever

I august stevnede Vadderen, Galathea 3's ekspeditions-
skib, ud pa en naesten 9 maneder lang ekspedition rundt
om kloden. Forinden havde Experimentarium, i samarbejde
med Politiken, STV og Gyldendal, udskrevet en forsknings-
konkurrence rettet mod alle landets gymnasier. Formalet
med konkurrencen var at give en raekke gymnasieelever
mulighed for at forske i deres eget projekt om bord, side
om side med de professionelle forskere, for pa den made

at skabe rollemodeller og eget interesse for naturviden-

skaben. Seks hold vandt konkurrencen, hvilket gav os
mulighed for at sende i alt 12 elever og seks laerere med pa
ekspeditionen. De fik en oplevelse for livet!

To gange inviterede Experimentarium til en direkte
videokonference pa Store Scene mellem de medvirkende
elever om bord og deres kammerater hjemme i Danmark.
Galathea 3 forskerkonkurrencen er stottet af W. Demant og
Hustru Ida E. Fond, Otto Mgnsteds Fond, Nuna Fonden og
Birch og Kroghoe Fonden.

Skolekonkurrence om livretter

DM i Livretter er den ene af arets to store skolekonkurren-
cer fra Experimentarium. Konkurrencen henvender sig til
5. 0g 6. klassetrin i hele landet, og eleverne skal ud fra for-
skellige faglige vinkler afgere, hvad "god” mad er. Derefter
skal de videreformidle deres viden om madens produkti-
onshistorie, madens kulturhistorie, mad og sundhed samt
hvad der smager godt - og hvorfor vi spiser, som vi gor.

De fire bedste projekter kvalificerer sig til finalen, som
foregar pa Experimentarium i april 2007. Her dyster
finalisterne pa viden om mad og handtering af fodevarer.
Klasserne skal praesentere deres projekt og konkurrerer i
kapmalkning og madimprovisation.

Mere end 330 skoleklasser har meldt sig til konkurrencen.
Konkurrencen har stor synergi til seerudstillingen Sport &
Spinat og er opfelgningen pa skolekonkurrencen i 2005 DM
i Sport & Spinat.
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DM i Livretter er stottet af FDB og Landbrugsradet. Team
Benns er premiesponsor.

Videnskabsteater om fordgjelsen

Fis og fakta om fordejelsen er den anden af arets store
skolekonkurrencer. Her opfordres alle landets 3.-4. klasser
til at lave videnskabsteater om fordejelsen. Det er en stor
og tidskraevende udfordring. Alligevel har 120 klasser til-
meldt sig konkurrencen, og heraf udvalges 20 klasser til at
deltage i en hel uges Videnskabsteater Festival pa Experi-
mentarium. Klasserne dyster i maj 2007 foran et dommer-
panel, bestaende af blandt andre Kasper "Lille Per” Kejse,
Steen Stig Lommer, Ditte Grabol, Nukaka Coster-Waldau
og mange flere. Den heldige vinderklasse far et 5-dages
ophold i Lalandia. Projektet er sponsoreret af og tilrette-
lagt i samarbejde med Novo Nordisk.

Webbaseret undervisningsspil med stotte fra
Undervisningsministeriet og Kulturministeriet

Experimentarium har opnaet stotte fra e-museum-puljen
til at udvikle Tidsmaskinen, som er et netbaseret undervis-
ningsspil til naturfagsundervisningen i grundskolen. I spil-
let inviteres eleverne pa rejse tilbage i tiden for at mede
forskellige naturvidenskabshistoriske personligheder, der
fortaeller gode historier om deres opdagelser og udfordrer
eleverne med opgaver. Undervisningsspillet skal stotte
elevernes forstaelse af, at der er mennesker og motiver bag
naturvidenskaben.

Tidsmaskinen indeholder bade faktuelt, anekdotisk og per-
spektiverende stof samt en laerervejledning.

E-museum er et samarbejde mellem Undervisningsmini-
steriet og Kulturministeriet om udvikling af nye undervis-
ningsmaterialer, som bygger pa de kompetencer og res-
sourcer, der findes pa museer og science centre.

Do You Speak Nano?
Konference om nanoteknologi

I november afholdt Experimentarium i samarbejde med
British Council en konference over to dage om nanotekno-
logi for landets gymnasieelever under titlen Do You Speak
Nano? Konferencen blev afholdt pa engelsk og lagde op til,
at de 200 deltagerne skulle kunne vende hjem med en bed-
re forstaelse for emnet og de etiske spgrgsmal, der opstar
i den sammenhang. Udover en rakke spaendende britiske
og danske indlaegsholdere pa programmet blev de unge

ogsa inddraget i forskellige workshops, gruppearbejder og
debatter om emnet. For at dele nano-specialisterne med
sa mange gymnasieelever som muligt blev foredragene
webcastet direkte ud til landets gymnasier. Do You Speak
Nano? konferencen blev stottet af British Council, Oticon
Fonden og Birch og Kroghoe Fonden.

Integrationsprojekt i samarbejde med Det
Kongelige Teater

Med stotte fra Integrationsministeriet har Experimentari-
um - i samarbejde med Det Kongelige Teater - gennemfort
et projekt, der skulle sikre, at flere nydanskere benytter
landets kulturelle institutioner. Experimentarium gennem-
forte to meget velbesegte aben-hus-arrangementer for ele-
ver og deres familie fra Radmandsgades Skole, hvor 80%
af barnene har anden baggrund end dansk. Besggene fandt
sted den 7. februar og den 7. marts 2006, og der deltog i alt
600 besggende.

Piger og naturvidenskab

I et samarbejde med syv andre science centre og natur-
fagsdidaktiske forskningsinstitutioner i Europa deltager
Experimentarium i projektet Gender Awareness Parti-
cipation Process (GAPP). Projektet underspger blandt
gymnasielever, foraldre og laerere, hvad der tilskynder til
og afskraekker unge fra at vaelge en naturvidenskabelig
uddannelse og karriere. Og der skal udvikles aktiviteter,
der fremmer de unges interesse for naturvidenskab ved at



bygge bro mellem deres hverdag og den naturvidenska-
belige forskning. Projektet er stottet af Den Europaeiske
Kommission.

Bornenes Byggeskole

NCC og Experimentarium gennemforte i samarbejde
Bernenes Byggeskole, et “sommerkursus” for 100 bern i
alderen otte til elleve ar. Gennem en hel uge konkurrerede
bernene i grupper om at bygge broer, bade og bygninger,
og ind imellem var der mulighed for at prove en rigtig
gravko foran Exprimentarium, klatre i stillads og mure et
hus sammen med en murerlaerling. Derudover besggte bor-
nene den store byggeplads, der for tiden befinder sig syd
for Tuborg Havnevej.

Kurser for paedagoger

Ny forskning viser, at interessen for naturvidenskab grund-
leegges allerede i forskoledrene. Experimentarium har
derfor sat fokus pa at bringe leg med naturvidenskabeligt
isleet ind i bernehaverne. Det sker med kurset Finger-
nemme Faenomener, hvor paedagoger arbejder i vaerksteder
med simple eksperimenter, der nemt og billigt kan integre-
res i en travl hverdag i institutionen. Kurset er stottet af
Aage V. Jensens Fonde og Gentofte Kommune, og tanken
er, at peedagogerne kommer tilbage til Experimentarium
pa temabespg med bernene.

Temabesog for bernehaver

Da Luft og Vand blev venner er Experimentariums nye
tilbud om temabesag for barnehaven. Temabesoget giver
born og padagoger en bade kunstnerisk, astetisk og
naturvidenskabelig oplevelse. Da Luft og Vand blev venner
er en forteelling i et magisk rum, hvor bgrnene skal hjalpe
hr. Luft og fru Vand med at blive gode venner. Det kan kun
ske ved at fortelle dem, at de er gode til rigtig mange ting.
Sa bernene ma undersoge, hvad Luft og Vand er for nogle
naturfaenomener. Temabesgget er stottet af Aage V. Jen-
sens Fonde og Gentofte Kommune.

Kursus for lererstuderende

I foraret 2006 udviklede og testede Experimentarium i
samarbejde med N. Zahles Seminarium et kursus for lerer-
studerende: Oplevelser i naturfagsundervisningen. Kursets
formal er at give laererstuderende varktgjer til at udnytte
Experimentarium og andre naturvidenskabsmuseer pa en
relevant made i deres kommende undervisning.

Pa baggrund af erfaringerne videreudvikler vi kurset til et
permanent tilbud i samarbejde med CVU Storkebenhavn og
CAND (Center for Anvendt Naturfagsdidaktik). Malet er at
kunne tilbyde alle landets leererseminarier et kursus, der
er bredt anvendeligt, og som supplerer naturfags-laererud-
dannelsen pa en relevant og inspirerende made.

Eliteprojekt for Folkeskolens zldste elever

I samarbejde med og med stotte fra Fredensborg/Hum-
lebaek Kommune har Experimentarium gennemfort et




lengerevarende naturvidenskabeligt undervisningsforleb
for seerligt interesserede elever fra kommunens 8. og 9.
klasser. Undervisningen har foregaet bade pa en skole i
Fredensborg og pa Experimentarium, og fokus har veaeret
pa energi og energiomdannelse samt pa ¢jets fysiologi.
Forlgbet blev afsluttet med en festlig dag, hvor eleverne
viste deres kunnen for laerere, familier og andre interes-
serede.

Tre nye Fa tjek pa... boger

Med bogserien Fa tjek pa... har Experimentarium og sam-
arbejdspartneren, skolebogsforlaget Alinea, opnaet at til-
byde inspirerende opdagelseshager til natur/teknik-under-
visningen i grundskolen. Begerne har faet serdeles gode
anmeldelser, og salgstallet er oppe pa godt 12.000 stk. I
2006 udkom endnu en titel i bogserien: Fa tjek pa smadyr,
og endnu fire udgivelser blev ivaerksat. Dermed er bogse-
rien oppe pa otte titler om forskellige emner: @jet, metal,
saebebobler, kulde og varme, smadyr, sten, mad og sport.
Bogseriens formal er at vise, at fysik, kemi, biologi, geo-
grafi og teknik findes overalt, og indholdet inspirerer til en
udforskende arbejdsform og evaluering via elevformidling.

Etikkens Dagn

Experimentarium har indgaet et samarbejde med Det
Etiske Rad med det formal at inddrage forskellige befolk-
ningsgrupper i debatten om bioteknologien. Gennem et
helt degn, Etikkens Degn, slar Experimentarium derene op
for et veeld af aktiviteter, der konfronterer unge og voksne
med deres forventninger, ensker, behov og bekymringer for
nutidens og fremtidens bioteknologiske muligheder for at
&ndre pa menneskekroppen, samt for de samfundsmaes-
sige konsekvenser af deres valg.

Science con Sensus

Experimentarium har indgaet en aftale med Kebenhavns
Universitet om at videreudvikle og drive projektet Science
con Sensus, som er et debatskabende undervisningskon-
cept til gymnasiet. Gymnasieeleverne bliver fort gennem et
aktuelt socio- og naturvidenskabeligt emne, hvor de aktivt
deltager i en konsensus konference om emnet og afslut-
ningsvis udformer deres egen anbefaling i form af et doku-
ment til relevante politikere. Konceptet inddrager aktuelle
eksperters forskning, viden og holdninger formidlet af
deres alter ego’er i skikkelse af universitetsstuderende.

Prasentation af udstillinger i ud- og indland

Hjerne-udstillingen blev i slutningen af 2005 taget ned i
Warszawa, hvor den havde staet i 6 maneder og tiltrukket
300.000 bespgende. Hjernen fik herefter ungarske tekster
og abnede i konferencecentret Millenaris i Budapest i
december 2005. Da udstillingen blev taget af plakaten i
december 2006 havde 350.000 personer besggt Hjernen.
Hjernen er nu opsat - med franske tekster - i science cen-
treti Villeneuve.

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The aim of the Foundation is to increase interest in natural science
and technology as well as promote knowledge of methods and results
within the field of natural science and technology.

2006 was a year with many visitors and a very high level of
activity

Like many previous years, 2006 was marked by many visitors, a high
level of activity, and many innovative means of science education.
During the year, a total of 600,000 Europeans received science
education from Experimentarium. In addition, about 2 million accessed
information posted on Experimentarium’s website. During 2006,
Experimentarium presented 2 new special exhibitions on Tuborg
Havnevej 7, a brand new special exhibition in Leiden, Holland, and
also rented out 2 special exhibitions, which were presented in Poland,
Hungary and France.

In 2006, no less than 12 new independent projects within science
education were created for the school sector. These projects have

received funding of DKK 12 million from Danish non-profit foundations.

Many visitors despite record high temperatures and free
admission to two large state museums

Experimentarium received at Tuborg Havnevej 7 a total of 330,355
visitors. That is about 11,000 more than in 2005.

However, in the month of July, we received 22,000 fewer visitors
than predicted due to the “terribly” good summer weather that broke
records in both temperature highs and duration of sun.

Admission revenues hit DKK 23 million. The large figure is
commendable considering the Danish government’s decision to grant
free admission to the permanent exhibitions at the National Museum
and Statens Museum for Kunst (national museum of art) as well as free
admission for under 18s to 130 state approved museums. Despite this
unfair competition regarding entrance, Experimentarium welcomed no
less than 105,000 students on school visits. A further 50,000 students
participated in Experimentarium’s nationwide science education
activities.

Dialogue in the Dark — an extraordinary experience

With great press attention, Her Royal Highness Princess Alexandra
opened the barrier-breaking special exhibition Dialogue in the Dark.
In groups of eight, visitors are guided through the 200m? exhibition
on a 50 minute tour. The exhibition is barrier-breaking because it is
blacked out and the guide is blind or partially-sighted. In connection
with the special exhibition, Experimentarium has employed 17 blind
or partially-sighted people and 7 people with cerebral palsy, thus
contributing greatly to the employment of people with special needs
in the workforce. Due to generous contributions from non-profit
foundations, Experimentarium has extended the exhibition until

30 December 2007. Dialogue in the Dark is financially supported by
the Ludvig and Sara Elsass Foundation, the Jascha Foundation, the
National Labour Market Authority, the Knud Hejgaard Foundation,
the Egmont Foundation, the Velux Foundation, the Health Insurance
Foundation, the Copenhagen Municipality Liaison Committee, and the
Danish Association of the Blind.

Sports & Spinach spends 2 years at Tuborg Havnevej 7

Year round, the special exhibition Sports & Spinach has informed
visitors about the balance between what you eat and what you do. The
exhibition has been a hit for the school sector as well as for families.

I hope the exhibition will be presented somewhere in the provinces
when it closes 9 September 2007. At the time the Annual Rapport was
written, the special exhibition had been visited by more than ¥ million
visitors, of which 150,000 were school students.

Was T.rex a scary predator or a slightly pathetic scavenger?

This question is asked in our latest special exhibition, the dinosaur
exhibition T.rex — The Killer Question, which was opened by Minister
of Culture, Brian Mikkelsen, on 28 September 2006. The exhibition
illustrates the fascinating research question: Was T.rex a predator

(as we are led to believe by Jurassic Park) or was this large creature
actually a slightly pathetic scavenger who did not eat until the more
efficient velociraptors had finished eating? The exhibition exemplifies
how the scientist works with limited facts about prehistoric time,

so that only tentative hypotheses are put forward about the life

of dinosaurs. The dinosaurs are presented in moonlight, so that
visitors must use the torches set up in the exhibition to study the
large animals. This form of interactivity gives a surprisingly strong
impression as the large animals move — almost as if they are attracted
to the visitors’ torch. The effect must be experienced before you

truly believe its power!! The exhibition is on loan from the Natural
History Museum in London. The museum’s experts have praised
Experimentarium’s unusual scenography and nominate it the best way
the Trex exhibition has been presented.

EGO-TRAP - the mobile phone is your key!

With the research-based exhibition project EGO-TRAP — the

mobile phone is your key Experimentarium turned a new leaf in
communicating with upper-secondary school students. The project is
a co-operation with PhD-student at University of Southern Denmark,
Anna Kahr-Hgjland, as part of the research network DREAM lead by
Professor Kirsten Drotner. EGO-TRAP is an “experience machine”,
where upper-secondary school students are invited to participate

in a chain of events, where a range of experiments are tested. The
communication between the “exhibition” and the students is through
their mobile phones, a device all young people today have on hand.
Unknown to the students, the experience machine progresses in a

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HeartStart enables Experimentarium’s visitors to save lives

Every year 3,500 people suffer a heart attack. On 5 April 2006,
Experimentarium presented a new exhibition that teaches children and
adults to save lives with a HeartStart. The visitors can try resuscitation
with a HeartStart — a small portable machine that gives electric shocks
to the heart. The exhibit is built up around a realistic scene from a
train track at Copenhagen Central Station. The exhibit combines virtual
effects with live acting, and with the aid of advanced technology, you
can see what happens to the heart when resuscitation is attempted
with HeartStart. HeartStart is financially supported by the foundation
TrygFonden.

Ship simulator shows how difficult it is to sail a cargo vessel
into Copenhagen Port

A ship simulator is a technically complicated instrument used for
training naval officers in sailing ships in calm and tricky situations.
0n 11 October 2006, Experimentarium presented a very advanced
ship simulator which allows visitors to try to captain a cargo vessel.
The simulator gives a highly realistic experience of how difficult is it
to come quayside at Langelinie, Copenhagen Port — with and without
strong winds. The maritime scenography and the three large monitors
create a sense of actually standing on the bridge. Be careful not to get
seasick!! The ship simulator is financially supported by D/S Norden

Three new exhibits in the main exhibition

During 2006, three new exhibits found their way to the main
exhibition. Load a Ship and Water on Deck which are financially
supported by D/S Norden. And, the exhibit Brain Control, where
you move a ball using your brain waves! This exhibit is financially
supported by the Toyota Foundation.

Xtremes — a co-operation with the national history museums
in Holland and Belgium

The special exhibition Xtremes is developed in a very successful co-
operation between National Museum of Natural History, Naturalis
(Leiden, Holland), Royal Belgian Institute of Natural Sciences
(Brussels) and Experimentarium. The exhibition throws light on how
people and animals survive under extreme environmental conditions:
Very cold, very hot, very dry, and so on. The exhibition is a mixture
of artefacts, multimedia, and hands-on experiments. The hands-on
experiments are developed and built by Experimentarium. Xtremes
was presented in Naturalis on 12 October 2006. The exhibition
opens at Experimentarium on 5 October 2007. Xtremes is financially
supported by the Lundbeck Foundation.

The travelling truck trailer Rescue Team for a Day continues
its tour of Denmark

Rescue Team for a Day is a realistic disaster situational role play.

Our large trailer truck creates the illusion of an earthquake stricken
area, where the school students offer first aid and resuscitation to the
injured. An incredibly intense education programme for 4th to 6th
grade students which also includes dissection of heart and lunges!

In 2006, the truck trailer visited Odense, Middelfart, Svendborg, Arhus,
Silkeborg, Herning, Frederikshavn, Alborg, Esbjerg, Tender, Vejle,
Vojens, Slagelse, Allergd, Holbaek, Kolding, and Randers, where more
than 5,000 students tried the programme.

Experimentarium and the foundation TrygFonden drive the Rescue
Team for a Day-programme. The programme is developed in co-
operation with the Danish Red Cross and the Danish Emergency
Management Agency with the financial support of TrygFonden, the
company MT Hejgaard and the Knud Hejgaard Foundation.

The programme is highly successful and continues to tour Denmark
during 2007.

The bus with Danish Inventorland also continues touring...

Danish Inventorland is a converted bus with activities for children
between 7 and 9 years of age. In 2006, the bus toured all over
Denmark again and invited school classes, school recreation schemes,
and families to join in the inventor game. All participants succeeded

in unusual ways to solve the task and find the eight inventor talents
that grant access to the bus. In 2006, Danish Inventorland visited the
following places: Vejen, Bramming, Hvidovre, Farum, Verlgse, Nyborg,
Ringe, Ega, Tilst, Frederikssund, Asnas, Roskilde, Ringsted, Nykebing
F., Koge, Skeelsker, Horsens, Fredericia, Kebenhavn, Vesterbro, Thisted,
and Hirtshals. Danish Inventorland is sponsored by Danske Bank.

There are still energy problems in Electricitania

The interactive educational programme Electricity Agent for a Day
about electricity production and consumption is located in a special
room in the northern wing. The country, Electricitania, is in great crisis.
There is an electricity shortage and the students train to be electricity
agents who can instruct and help reduce electricity consumption while
considering the environment. DONG Energy has financially supported
the project and thus enabling Experimentarium to offer the education
programme free of charge. In 2006, 2,000 students participated in the
programme.

Xciters. An old educational theory revisited

Xciters — science from peer-to-peer is Experimentarium’s most
promising educational project. Xciters train chosen 7th grade students



to communicate natural science to their fellow students. This takes
place in classes, where their teachers also participate. The students
have the opportunity to develop skills in communicating and vitalising
subject material and to expand their knowledge of natural science
subjects. This knowledge is communicated on to their class mates

in 4th to 7th grade and this leads to Xciters-students becoming role
models for other students and helping create motivation and interest
in natural science. The teachers’ task is to create the setting and
support the students. Xciters is financially supported by the Egmont
Foundation. In 2006, Xciters has co-operated with the municipalities of
Kalundborg, Lyngby-Tarbak, Gentofte, Fredensborg and Greve.

Galathea 3 Expedition loaded with upper-secondary school
students

In August, the Galathea 3 expedition ship, Vaedderen, set out on

an almost nine month expedition around the world. Prior to this,
Experimentarium in co-operation with the publishers Politiken and
Gyldendal and the STV (the TV2 weather centre) arranged a scientific
research competition aimed at Denmark’s upper-secondary schools.
The goal was to give several upper-secondary school students the
opportunity to research their own project on board, along side

with professional researchers in order to create role models and
increase interest in natural science. Six groups won the competition
which gave us the opportunity to send 12 students and 6 teachers

on the expedition. They all got an experience of a life time. Twice,
Experimentarium invited to a direct video conference in our Main
Stage between the students aboard the expedition ship and their class
mates at home in Denmark. The Galathea research competition was
financially supported by the W. Demant and Wife Ida E. Foundation,
the Otto Mgnsted Foundation, the Nuna Foundation and the Birch and
Kroghoe Foundation.

School competition about favourite dishes

All-Denmark Championship in Favourite Dishes was one of 2006’s
two school competitions at Experimentarium. The competition was
aimed at 5th and 6th grades all over Denmark and the students must

incorporate various school subjects to decide what defines “good” food.

They must then pass on their knowledge of food production history,

food cultural history, food and health as well as what tastes good
—why we eat, what we eat.

The four best projects qualify for the finales being held at
Experimentarium in April 2007. Here, the finalists will compete in
knowledge of food and of handling food products. The classes must
present their projects and compete in a cow milking race and food
improvisation. More than 330 school classes entered the competition.
The competition has great synergy with the special exhibition Sports &
Spinach and is a follow-up to the 2005 school competition All-Denmark
Championship in Sports & Spinach.

All-Denmark Championship in Favourite Dishes is sponsored by FDB
(the Danish Consumers Co-operative Society) and the Agricultural
Council of Denmark. Travel agent Team Benns is prize sponsor.

Science Theatre on digestion

Farts and Facts on Digestion is the second of the year’s big school
competitions. Here, we encouraged 3rd and 4th grades to do a
science play on digestion. It is a huge and time consuming challenge.
Still, 120 classes entered the competition and 20 classes will be
chosen to participate in a week-long Science Theatre Festival at
Experimentarium. In May 2007, the classes will compete in front of a
judging panel of actors Kasper “Little Per” Kejse, Steen Stig Lommer,
Ditte Grabel, Nukaka Coster-Waldau and many more. The lucky
winning class will receive a 5-day stay at holiday resort Lalandia. The
project is financially supported by and organised in co-operation with
Novo Nordisk.

Web-based educational game with financial support from the
Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Culture

Experimentarium has received financial support from the E-museum
pool to develop the Time Machine. The Time Machine is an internet-
based educational game for natural science teaching in primary and
lower-secondary schools. The game takes the students on a travel

back in time to meet various historic natural science figures, who will
tell good stories about their findings and challenge the student with
tasks. The educational game will further the students’ understanding
that there are people and motives behind natural science. The time
machine includes materials of factual and anecdotal content and offers
a perspective view on these - as well as teaching materials.

E-museum is a co-operation between the Ministry of Education and the
Ministry of Culture focusing on the developing new education material
drawing on the competences and resources found at museums and
science centres.

Do You Speak Nano? Conference on nanotechnology

In November 2006, Experimentarium and the British Council held a
two day conference on nanotechnology for Danish upper-secondary
school students entitled Do You Speak Nano? The conference was
held in English and laid the scene for the 200 participants to return
home with a better comprehension of the subject and the ethical
questions that arise in this field. In addition to a line up of exciting
British and Danish speakers, the young students were also invited to
several workshops, group tasks and debates on the subject. In order
for the Nano-specialists to reach as many upper-secondary schools
as possible, the lectures were web-casted directly to the nation’s
upper-secondary schools. The Do You Speak Nano? Conference was
financially supported by the British Council, the Oticon Foundation and
the Birch and Krogboe Foundation.

Integration project in co-operation with the Royal Danish
Theatre

With financial support from the Ministry of Integration Affairs,
Experimentarium — along with the Royal Danish Theatre — carried

out a project to insure that more new Danes use the country’s cultural
institutions. Experimentarium held two very popular open-house
events for students and their families from Radmandsgades School,
where 80 percent of the students have other ethnical backgrounds than
Danish. The visits took place on February 9 and March 7 2006 and over
600 turned up.

Girls and natural science

In co-operation with 7 other science centres and natural science
didactic research institutes in Europe, Experimentarium is participating
in the project Gender Awareness Participation Process (GAPP). The
project examines upper-secondary school students, parents and
teachers, in order to find what encourages and what discourages
youths from choosing an education and career within the field of
natural science. Furthermore, activities will be developed that increase
young people’s interest for natural science by building a bridge
between their everyday and natural science research. The project is
financially supported by the European Commission.

Building School for Children

Construction and property development company NCC and
Experimentarium in co-operation carried out the Building School

for Children, a summer course for 100 children from eight to eleven
years of age. For a whole week, the children competed in groups to
build bridges, boats, and buildings. There was also time to try a real
excavator in front of Experimentarium, crawl around scaffolding, and
build a brick house under guidance of a brick layer’s apprentice. The
children also visited the large building site that is presently situated
south of Tuborg Havnevej.

Courses for educators

New research shows that interest in natural science is founded as

early as the preschool years. Therefore, Experimentarium has focused
on bringing play with a sprinkle of natural science into kindergartens.
This is done with the course Handy Phenomena, where educators
participate in workshops with simple experiments that easily and at
low costs can be integrated into a busy day at the institutions. The
course is financially supported by the Aage V. Jensen Foundation and
the municipality of Gentofte. The idea is that the educators return to
Experimentarium on theme visits with the children.

Theme visits for kindergartens

When Air and Water Became Friends is Experimentarium’s new offer
for theme visits for kindergarten children. The theme visit gives children
and educators an artistic, aesthetic and natural scientific experience.
When Air and Water Became Friends is a story told in a magical

room where the children must help Mr Air and Mrs Water become
friends. It can only happen by telling them that they both are good at
plenty of things. So the children must investigate what kind of natural
phenomena Air and Water are. The theme visit is financially supported
by the Aage V. Jensen Foundation and the municipality of Gentofte.

Course for student teachers

In the spring of 2006, Experimentarium developed and tested a course
for student teachers in co-operation with N. Zahle's College of Education
called: Experiences in Science Teaching. The aim of the course was

to give student teachers tools to utilise Experimentarium and other
natural science museums in a relevant manner in their future teaching.
Based on the findings, we will further develop the course into a
permanent offer in co-operation with CVU Storkebenhavn (Centre

for Higher Education, Copenhagen) and CAND (Centre for Applied
Didactics with Natural Science Teaching). The aim is to offer all Danish
teaching colleges a course that is widely applicable and supplements
the education of natural science teachers in a relevant and inspiring
manner.

Elite project for lower-secondary school students

In co-operation with the municipality of Fredensborg/ Humlebaek,
Experimentarium has carried out an education course in natural
science of long duration for specifically interested students in the
municipality’s 8th and 9th grades. The lessons have taken place at a
school in Fredensborg as well as at Experimentarium and the focus has
been on energy and conversion of energy along with the physiology of
the eye. The course ended with a festive day, where students showed
their knowledge for teachers, families and other interested people. The
municipality of Fredenshorg/ Humlebak also financially supported the
project.

Three new Understanding... books

Through the book series Understanding... Experimentarium and partner
Alinea (school book publishing house) have succeeded in offering
inspiring experiment books for scientific education in primary schools.
The books have received very good reviews and the sales figures are

up on 12,000 books. In 2006, another title was added to the series:
Understanding small animals and four more titles are on their way,
bringing the series up to eight titles on various subjects: the eye, metal,
soap bubbles, cold and heat, small animals, stones, food and sports.

The aim of the book series is to show that physics, chemistry, biology,
geography, and technical science is everywhere and the content inspires
explorative work methods and evaluation through student presentation.



Day of Ethics

Experimentarium has entered into co-operation with the Danish
Council of Ethics with the purpose of involving different communities
in the debate of biotechnology. For a whole day, Day of Ethics,
Experimentarium will open its doors to a wide range of activities that
confront youths and adults with their expectations, wishes, needs,
and worries for present and future biotechnological opportunities for
changing the human body as well as the social consequences of their
choices.

Science con Sensus

Experimentarium has entered into agreement with the University

of Copenhagen on further development and running of the project
Science con Sensus which is a teaching concept for upper-secondary
schools that creates debates. The upper-secondary school students are
lead through a current social and natural scientific subject, where they
actively participate in a consensus conference on the subject, and end
with formulating their own recommendation in form of a document for
relevant politicians. The concept draws on current experts’ research,
knowledge and opinions that are put across by their alter-egos in the
form of university students.

Presentation of exhibitions at home and abroad

Late 2005, The Brain exhibition ended its 6-month run in Warszawa
where it had been visited by 300,000 people. The Brain was then given
Hungarian texts and was presented in the conference centre Millenaris
in Budapest in December 2005. When the exhibition was taken down in
December 2006, it had been visited by 350,000 people. The exhibition is
now — with French text — on loan to the science centre Villeneuve. Later
this year, The Brain is going to Athens and maybe Turkey.

CreepyCrawly has been presented in Strashourg at the new French
science centre Le Vaisseau from April 2006 until March 2007. A total of
270,000 visitors saw CreepyCrawly in Strashourg. CreepyCrawly is now
heading to Kolding, Denmark where it will be presented from May 2007
until May 2008.

Sports & Spinach is from spring 2008 on loan to Centre for Life in
Newcastle, England.

Sale of experiments

Experimentarium has delivered experiments to the future science
centre VilVite in Bergen, Norway. Furthermore, Experimentarium has
sold copies of our own experiments to colleagues in Sweden, England,
and Germany.

Experimentarium is an experience company that contributes to the
export of Danish experience know-how.

With financial support from Karl Pedersen and Wife’s Industrial
Foundation, Experimentarium has boosted its export efforts, which has
given an increase in export activities as seen in the above-mentioned
list of activities.

Feasibility Study for a science centre in Kolding, Denmark

On behalf of the municipality of Kolding, Experimentarium conducted,
during autumn 2006, a feasibility study on the possibility of opening
a science centre in Kolding. The study was well and constructively
received by the municipality of Kolding, and has resulted in Business
Kolding renting CreepyCrawly from May 2007.

Purchase of the building on Tuborg Havnevej 7

In February 2007, Experimentarium entered into agreement with
Carlsberg A/S on the conditional purchase of the building on Tuborg
Havnevej 7. Experimentarium has 12 months to finance the purchase
which will happen on 1 March 2008.

When the purchase is secured, Experimentarium aspires to rebuild
the building so that it reflects its content: Denmark’s power centre for
communication of natural science and technology!

Profit and loss account not in balance

In 2006, 330,355 people visited Experimentarium. The operating profit
showed a deficit of DKK 8.3 million, of which depreciation accounts
for 7.2 million. Experimentarium’s operations are still in the red. Since
1991, Experimentarium’s operating economy has been considerably
helped by the generous and very large gift from Carlsberg A/S. The
brewery originally placed the 18,000 m? bottling hall, Tappehal Nord,
at the disposal of the centre free of charge for a period of 20 years,
until 2011. However, as mentioned above, an agreement has been
made to purchase the building on 1 March 2008.

Experimentarium’s liquid reserve was DKK 11.2 million as of the end
of 2005.

The deficit of DKK 8.3 million has been covered in part by a transfer
from the capital fund, corresponding to the depreciation on the
building and exhibitions, and in part by a transfer of DKK 1.8 million
from the liquid reserve.

No events have occurred in the elapsed part of 2007 which are of
significance for the Foundations financial situation as of 31 Dec. 2006.

Marketing directed at schools is conduced primarily by issuing
newsletters and school material relating to special exhibitions,
providing direct contact to school management or to a contact teacher
appointed by the school. The contact teacher is responsible for
communication between the school and Experimentarium. At the end
of 2006, Experimentarium had a contact teacher at 1061 Danish schools
and 208 Swedish schools.

The survey in 2006 showed that the internal communication should
be improved. In 2005, Experimentarium worked on formulating four
values which will comprise the future standpoint for the development
of Experimentarium. The following values were chosen: ingenious,

explorative, diverse, dedicated. Based on the values a strategy-
formulating process has begun. Primary objectives and focus areas
have been formulated. At present, the individual departments are
preparing action plans that will realise the focus areas. The process has
improved the internal communication. Now, the daily communication
is to be improved through the development of an efficient intranet.
Managing Experimentarium’s approximately 25 projects is a focus area,
that will be given great attention in the coming years.

Experimentarium’s staff

Experimentarium’s staff represents a diversity of qualifications and
skills. It is a significant strength for the company as it creates an
exciting work place with many different views on problems and
solutions.

Experimentarium’s staff includes academic staff within physics,
biology, geography, and communication; civil engineers and architects;
two educational staff members with a teacher training behind them;
exhibition architects, designers and graphic artists; the workshops

are staffed by eight qualified craftsmen, including joiners, instrument
makers, smiths and electronics technicians; and the administration is
handled by nine staff members with office training (three of whom
have college degrees). In addition, we have four staff members with
social science training as well as six staff members with a self-taught
background.

Finally, we have a large corps of exhibition pilots, who function as
guides for the visitors. Most of these are students attending courses of
higher education in natural scientific or technical areas. In 2005, we
also employed personnel to operate the café; including a café manager,
cooks, trainee cook, café assistants and dishwashers. In 2006, staff for
the special exhibition Dialogue in the Dark was employed; including
people with cerebral palsy for booking and reception work along with
blind and partially sighted people as guides.

Staff from the inclusive labour market includes three staff members
in flex-jobs pursuant to section 62 of the Active Social Policy Act, as
well as three staff members employed under the Disabled Persons
in Business Act. Finally, Experimentarium currently employs 10 staff
members in work experience positions pursuant to section 60 of

the Social Assistance Act. Experimentarium also employs persons
performing civilian national service.

In 2006, the average age of Experimentarium’s permanent staff
members was 42.2 years. Staff members have on average worked for
4.5 years at Experimentarium. The average length of employment

of the exhibition pilots was 3.3 years in 2006. There were 73 pilots
employed at the end of 2006 with an average age of 25.65 years.



In 2006, 15 permanent staff members left Experimentarium and 31
new staff members were recruited.

Staff welfare

In 2006, eight staff welfare events were held with an average of 35

participants per event. These ranged from a trip to Malmg, Sweden,
bowling, the King's Gardens, Glyptotektet, beer-tasting, the Summer
Party and the Christmas Party.

The internal weekly newsletter for Experimentarium’s staff, Xpressen,

is published every Friday at midday. Xpressen contains regular articles
by Experimentarium’s management with news from the previous week
and plans for the future.

In 2006, the Friday Meetings were replaced with Friday Lunch. Every
Friday we come together for lunch. About 50 staff members participate
in the lunch, where news of general interest is announced.

In 2006, the art society “X-Art” exhibited works by the artists Lene
Degett, Line Mgllebro and Ole K. Petersen.

The staff in figures

Experimentarium has a staff of 228 persons. In full-time equivalents,
this comprises approximately 128 full-time positions. Experimentarium
contributes to the development of the inclusive labour-market by
recruiting staff members who to a large degree reflect the society
around us, regardless of nationality, disability, religion or colour.

In 2006, Experimentarium employed 20 full-time equivalents
associated with the inclusive labour market.

Staff development interviews, with minutes, were held in 2006 for all
permanent, salaried employees at Experimentarium.

Experimentarium spent a total of DKK 461.380 on further training and
study tours in 2006, corresponding to 1.3% of the payroll.

In addition, staff members have participated in training courses in
attraction management, new accounting methods and café running
through the ODA, Organisation for the Development of Danish
Attractions.

Social Accounts

The social accounts have been prepared on basis of participation
in a knowledge-sharing group under the ODA. The social accounts
track cash flows between Experimentarium and the state and local
authorities.

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As can be seen from the above, Experimentarium makes a net positive
contribution to society, by a considerable and increasing amount.

The social account shows that our 330,000 visitors in 2006 created a
total turnover of DKK 105 million of which DKK 102 million was given
back to the local society. This means that Experimentarium creates 238
work places that contribute almost DKK 37 million to the public fund in
the form of VAT and taxes etc.

Product development

Experimentarium’s ability to develop new exhibitions with relevant,
educational and entertaining contain is vital for the company’
survival. This requires that staff keep up-to-date with the most current
knowledge within interactive exhibitions.

Experimentarium’s commercial activities continue to develop in a
positive direction:

Library Building until 12 May 2008.

The Brain was taken down at the Millenaris Science Park in Budapest
January 2007. The exhibition opened in Forum Départmental des
Sciences, Villeneuve 24 March 2007 and will stay until 15 August 2007.
It will then be on loan to Next Generation in Athens from 12 November
2007 and will travel to Turkey afterwards.

Sports & Spinach is going to International Centre for Life Trust and
opens in Newcastle on 2 April 2008. The exhibition will later travel to
Warszawa.
