Annual Report 2012

The Experimentarium Expansion Project
2012 was a very special year for Experimentarium!

Since purchasing the building in 2008 Experimentarium has
worked purposefully to create the foundation for a comprehen-
sive expansion of the science centre. Donations received from a
range of Danish foundations have ensured that the Expansion
Project be initiated at the start of 2013.

The expansion of Experimentarium is occurring upwardly,
meaning that the building is adding two additional floors. The
building is also undergoing extensive renovation and refur-
bishment which will give it a new architectural style. And the
building’s infrastructure will be adapted to meet the needs that
must be filled in order to run a modern science centre with half
a million visitors each year.

The project will bring a significant expansion of the total ex-
hibition area. Indoors, it will create an additional 2800 m2 of
space, thus affording the possibility of presenting new per-
manent and temporary exhibitions. And outdoors, a long-held
wish will be fulfilled to provide education in natural science
and technology in the open air. This will take place on the roof
of the new building at a height of 18 metres, where a new 2,400
m2 exhibition area will lend Experimentarium an entirely new
dimension.

Overall, the New Experimentarium will have over 10,000 m2
exhibition space compared with the present approx. 6,000 m2.

The new building contains a range of new facilities: More visi-
tor workshops, a flex-stage with space for 400 people, a mul-

ti-purpose hall for small and large educational activities, an
education and instruction centre, facilities for a number of new
initiatives with focus on research and innovation along with a
restaurant, café and shop.

The New Experimentarium fits architecturally into a neighbour-
hood that has emerged around Experimentarium since 1991. The
building will feature an architectural look that visually signals
its presence as the home of Denmark’s Science Centre.

Accident at Experimentarium

On Tuesday, 24 April 2012 a serious accident occurred at the
exhibition Water — a world of adventure. A 4-year-old boy fell
from The Wave and sustained an internal skull fracture. The
Wave was closed immediately, reopening on 7 July. In the inter-
vening period, The Wave was rebuilt and approved by both the
Danish Technological Institute and the Danish police.

Experimentarium staff members were deeply affected by the
incident, which was the first serious incident of its kind in the
22-year history of the science centre. The injured boy has since
recovered and revisited Experimentarium.

Exhibitions

Experimentarium is known for exhibitions that engage and
tantalise all of the senses. Over the course of 22 years we have
developed and renewed the interactive exhibition genre and a
number of our exhibitions travel around the world to the de-
light of a large, international audience.

In 2012, three new exhibitions were presented to the public
while work progresses on three additional exhibitions.

Water — a world of adventure

Water is one of the most popular themes in the Experimenta-
rium exhibition. Water — a world of adventure was developed
in a close partnership with the TrygFonden Foundation, which
also provided financial support for the project. The exhibition
opened to the public on 23 March 2012 and includes a number
of displays that had not been seen before.

Exhibition marketing in 2012 focused on The Wave as the big
breathless experience. In addition, Experimentarium.dk con-
tains many interesting natural science facts about water, educa-
tional materials for the three levels of primary school, and a quiz.

In Dinosaurs — follow the trail children and adults alike are walking in the
footsteps of these prehistoric giants

The 5 Bathing Guidelines

Developed by TrygFonden Foundation
and the Danish Swimming Federation

1. Learn to swim

When you know how to swim, you can save yourself as well as others
from drowning. If you choose to enter the water even though you can-
not swim, you should find a spot where your feet can touch the bot-
tom and where water conditions are calm.

2. Never go into the water alone

When you are in a group, you can keep an eye on one another and
react quickly if something goes wrong. This means greater safety for
everyone. Avoid playing dangerous games in the water and never yell
for help just ‘for fun’.

3. Read wind and water conditions

Use your eyes and your common sense before you go swimming.
Check water depth and current conditions, and keep an eye on wind
direction. Offshore winds can quickly push bathing toys, rubber ding-
hies and air mattresses out into deep water. There is also a risk of
encountering jellyfish. Onshore winds bring the risk of rip currents
with strong outflow.

4. Get to know the beach
A new beach can be filled with surprises that cannot be seen with
the naked eye. Ask the locals or a lifeguard about the special conditi-

ons of the beach before you enter the water. If a ferry passes, does it

make large waves? |s the beach known for having a steep drop-off?
Is there sediment or breakwaters that influence the current? When
abroad, you should also be aware of undertows or dangerous fish or
animals. You should also always read the information signs posted
on the beach.

5. Don't let the children out of your sight

Stay close to children in the water so that you can see and hear one
another, and so you can act quickly if necessary. Even bigger children
who can swim well in a swimming pool can get into trouble when
encountering currents and waves in open water. Keep a close eye on
children and try not to get distracted.




PaNIK

The PaN/Kexhibition consists of three separate displays where
art and natural science meet. The exhibition received support
from the Danish Arts Council, opened on 25 May 2012 and will
be open to visitors at least until May 2013.

Dinosaurs - follow the trail

Dinosaurs are a classic at Experimentarium. The exhibition Di-
nosaurs — follow the trailfeatures an exciting and slightly eerie
display design. The exhibition opened on 11 October 2012 and
has been extended until February 2014.

The website supporting Dinosaurs — follow the trail utilises a
somewhat unusual navigation where the visitor accesses con-
tent by scrolling rather than clicking the mouse. This allows the
user to move deep down under the earth’s surface where the
fossils and in-depth knowledge about the giants of the past can
be found. The website offers a quiz, games, the chance to create
your own dinosaur, and an incredibly popular drawing contest.

Inventions — an idea can change the world

The exhibition /nventions — an idea can change the world brings
focus to new Danish technologies and is the first exhibition of
its kind to be held at Experimentarium. /nventions —an idea can
change the world is made possible by a large donation from the
Danish Industry Foundation and opens on 23 May 2013.

Winter sports

Winter sports is also a new theme for Experimentarium. The
exhibition is developed in a close Nordic cooperation with Ex-
perimentarium serving as project leader. The involved parties
are Heureka (Helsingfors, Finland), VilVite (Bergen, Norway)
and The Museum of Technology (Stockholm, Sweden). Winter
sportsopens in February 2014 at Experimentarium.

On Track

The exhibition with the working title On Track deals with natu-
ral science and innovation in the Third World. The exhibition
is being developed in cooperation with the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Denmark (Danida) and Universe. It experiments with
a way of communicating where visitors work in teams and
against the clock to solve various tasks. The exhibition will be
presented at Experimentarium at the end of 2014.

PULSE

PULSE is an ambitious research project made possible by
a large donation from the Novo Nordisk Foundation. The re-
search project is performed in a close cooperation with the Ste-
no Health Promotion Center and comprises a new exhibition on
a healthy lifestyle as well as various supplementary activities.
The goalis to stimulate and support dialogue on movement and
health in the family and to provide a collective experience with
a focus on a healthy lifestyle. The exhibition will open in 2015.

The Xciters project enables the students to teach their peers within science
subjects

Light and Colours

Light and Colours is the working title of a permanent exhibi-
tion. The exhibition receives support from the Lundbeck Fou-
ndation and the Hempel Foundation and opens along with
the New Experimentarium at the end of 2015. The goal is to
increase awareness of and curiosity about the qualities of light
through an aesthetic and sensory experience.

Other activities
at Experimentarium

Experimentarium develops and performs a wide range of
communications activities to complement the exhibitions and
support the purpose of stimulating interest in natural science
and technology. The activities are targeted to all age groups —
children, youth and adults — and take place both within and
outside of exhibition opening hours.

Gentofte Science Secretariat

Experimentarium and Gentofte Municipality established a
science secretariat in 2012 for primary schools staffed with
two employees from Experimentarium and two natural science
consultants from the Municipality. The Secretariat is tasked
with assisting schools in utilising Experimentarium in educa-
tional activities. All students in the Municipality enjoy free ad-
mission to Experimentarium.

Energy agent for a day

DONG and Experimentarium developed an exhibition entitled
ENERGY in 2008 as a permanent exhibition. As a supplement
to the exhibition, the partners have joined to create the school
workshop called Energy agent for a day, and the final touch is
a mobile phone app that activates students attending the ex-
hibition.

The hunt for green energy

In 2012 Experimentariumintroduced a new mobile application.
The school workshop Energy Agent for a day was expanded
to include a digital course, The hunt for green energy, where
middle school pupils and those in grades 6-10 are tasked with
solving an energy challenge and finding the green energy.

X-talks

X-talks are Experimentarium’s registered trademark for inter-
action-driven lectures. The lectures are designed to involve the
audience, and in general the Experimentarium Big Stage is fil-
led to capacity with spectators. Lectures are held in connection
with the exhibition. /nventions with support from the Danish
Industry Foundation. Lectures are also held with support from
the Ministry of Science, Innovation and Higher Education.

Research promotion

In a partnership with the Lundbeck Foundation, Experimentarium
works with promoting research supported by the foundation. This
takes place in the form of articles and events. For example, in 2012
a number of Lundbeck Fond Lectures were given with focus on
Danish research, including brain research, dark matter and evil.

News production

Experimentarium’s News Department employed nine staff
members at the end of 2012, all of whom are involved in the
production of natural science news through various forms of
media: newspapers, weeklies, magazines, web-TV, radio, etc.

Advertising

In 2012, Experimentarium worked with advertising on popu-
lar internet websites. We have also become part of Kulturklik,
which is a marketing cooperation between museums located in
Copenhagen and its surrounding areas. These two innovations
have led to significantly improved exposure of our adverts.
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Press coverage

Media coverage of Experimentarium’s activities can be calcu-
lated as the value represented by the exposure if it had been
through advertising. In 2012, Experimentarium achieved press
coverage valued at DKK 6,234,196. This is an increase in compa-
rison with the previous year.

Innovation in the school

Experimentarium and the Danish Industry Foundation hold a
nationwide school competition on innovation as a supplemen-
tary activity to the exhibition /nventions — an idea can change
the world. A digital resource facility for educational purposes
was developed especially for the school competition. The com-
petition and resource facility also receive support from the Mi-
nistry of Children and Education.

Danish Championship in Sun

The Danish Championship in Sun — Seek the shade is the title
of a national school competition in cooperation with the Da-
nish Cancer Society and the TrygFonden Foundation. The com-
petition took place in 2012 and will be repeated in 2013.

Xciters Digital

Over the last 8 years Experimentarium has developed and
refined the Xciters youth to youth educational method. This
method is utilised to provide school-weary pupils with posi-
tive experiences through performing demonstrations and ex-
periments. The project was realised through support from the
Obel Family Foundation and the participation of a number of
municipalities, including Guldborgsund, Heje-Taastrup and
Frederiksberg.

COLOUR

Together with ). F. Willumsens Museum, Experimentarium de-
veloped a web portal in 2012 for grades 4-6 in primary school.
The portal is based on the idea that the study of colours has both
an artistic and a natural science perspective. The project was
made possible with support from the Ministry of Children and
Education, the e-museum grant and the Ole Kirk Foundation.

Garderhgj Fort and Fortification project

Gentofte Municipality has entrusted Experimentarium with the
responsibility for developing and operating the Garderhgj Edu-
cation Centre. This includes developing activities and display
design as well as educational facilities at the fort. Garderhoj
Fortopens in 2013 as a field trip destination for school classes
and institutions as well as Danish and foreign visitors.

Innovation Match

With support from the Ministry of Science, Innovation and
Higher Education and 18 Danish businesses and research in-
stitutions, Experimentarium has established the /nnovation
Match network. The network focuses on promoting innovative
thought and motivating technological progress. In 2012 the net-
work held a series of events and experimented with the net-
work format.

Knowledge sharing in the pharmaceutical industry

In 2012, Experimentarium, Lundbeck and Novo Nordisk develo-
ped new creative methods and tools for effective knowledge
sharing with support from the Centre for Culture and Experi-
ence Economy. The aim was to share relevant knowledge in an
effective way so that new products can reach the market faster.
The project is based on Experimentarium’s long-time experi-
ence with promoting ‘heavy’ knowledge in a lively and enga-
ging manner.

Mobile exhibition for the Copenhagen Metro Company

In 2012 Experimentarium developed a mobile exhibition for the
Copenhagen Metro Company. The exhibition opened on City Hall
Square in Copenhagen on Culture Night and in the years to come
it will move between the Metro construction sites in the Copen-
hagen area. The interactive exhibition will provide citizens with
insight into the construction of the new Metro stations.

International activities

Experimentarium’s Executive Director Asger Hpeg was one of
the initiators of the European network of science centres and
museums. The network is entitled Ecsite and since its founda-
tion 20 years ago it has grown to encompass no fewer than 400
institutions in 50 countries. Experimentarium continues to play
a large international role which is reflected in the European ex-
hibition consortiums and in European Union-supported projects.

TWIST

Experimentarium leads a large European project with 11 part-
ners. The project is entitled Towards Women In Science and
Technology (TWIST) and is intended to increase awareness of
women’s roles and representation in the natural sciences. The
project comprises exhibitions and activities in science centres
and museums throughout Europe.

ILLUMINATE

Experimentarium participates in the /LLUMINATE project with
five other exhibition sites throughout Europe. The project pro-
vides participants with support and advice on LED lighting in
exhibitions, and a portion of the current lighting is replaced
with new installations. This results in improved lighting quality
and significant energy savings.
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ENGINEER

The ENGINEER project includes 24 partners with the purpose
of raising students’ awareness of engineering and its innova-
tive approach to problem solving through the development of
educational materials, teaching courses and education-related
activities.

Kiics

Experimentarium participates in the KiiCS project which focu-
ses on the link between art and science. Secondary school stu-
dents and Experimentarium staff members meet with artists in
a series of workshops in which they team up to design instal-
lations and displays.

Places

Experimentarium is a partner in the Places project along with
Gentofte Municipality. The purpose of the project is to develop
and disseminate the concept of Cities of Scientific Culture.

Leasing
of exhibitions

Experimentarium has the facilities and competences to develop
and produce its own exhibitions. Some of the exhibitions are
permanent while others are temporary. The temporary exhibi-
tions are leased to other science centres and museums. Expe-
rimentarium currently has six exhibitions available for leasing.

The Brainfrom 1997

Special exhibition The Brainwas leased to Espace des Sciences
in Rennes, France, from 24 September 2011 to 11 March 2012. It
was then presented at Experimentarium.

Sport & Spinach from 2005

Sport & Spinach was presented at Universe until October 2012
and has been leased to Pusat Sains Negara in Kuala Lumpur,
Malaysia, from December 2012 until August 2013.

Xtremes from 2007
